1.  Minutes of the previous meeting:  These were read and agreed to be a true record.
2.  Matters arising (not covered later in the meeting):

3.  Times tables cards:  JD expressed her thanks to Geraldine Sloman for providing these to use on the website.
4.  Year 1/2:  JD told the Forum that Mrs West will be back in class full-time after half term.

5.  Assessment:  JD explained the school’s assessment system to the Forum.  She will bring some sample APP sheets and other resources to the next meeting.  ACTION: JD

6.  Behaviour:  The school has just reviewed and agreed its policy, a new copy of which will be put on the website.

7.  Homework policy (see attached):  JD would like comments about this from the Forum.

8.  Hall behaviour wall:  The Forum feels that this is still a very important part of the school.  However, the focus of it could change, e.g. learning rather than behaviour.  Parents feel that their children still think that seeing their names up on the wall is important.
9.  Reception parents’ meetings:  SB asked about the possibility of holding these in the evening.  JD suggested speaking to Mr Arthur to arrange this.

10. School prospectus:  JD asked the Forum for their views on what the prospectus should contain.  All feel that the following are important:-
