Severn Beach Primary School and the Local Community
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By having the ‘Friends of Severn Beach School’ instead of a Parent/Teacher Association, Severn Beach School has put itself into the heart of the community.  Everyone feels welcome and they support the school wholeheartedly.
Among the local organisations using the school out of hours, are Pilning and Severn Beach Parish Council, Severn Beach Regeneration Group and a line dancing group, the Monday Night Stompers.

The United Churches of Severn Beach hold two services year at the school; a summer one outside in the playground (weather permitting!), which includes a barbeque, and a Christmas carol service in December.
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When the school children hold their annual Harvest assembly, they donate and deliver food parcels to the elderly residents in the village.  

The local playgroup and the residents of Ableton Court Retirement Home are invited to special performances of school plays and concerts.
