Dear Parents/Carers, 

BBC’s Children in Need is on Friday 18th November and once again this year we will be trying to raise as much money as we can for this very worthwhile charity.  Mrs Barr MBE has again kindly donated several Pudsey items and we will be selling raffle tickets for these next week at 50p each, with the draw taking place in assembly on the Friday.  We will also be selling Pudsey wristbands next week at £1 each; please note children may only wear them to school on the actual day.  Children may come to school on the Friday dressed in clothing and accessories related to Children in Need for a ‘forfeit’ of £1 each.  The kitchen will be selling Pudsey biscuits at 25p each at playtime and children may buy up to two each.  At the achievement assembly later in the day we will have a collection bucket so please remember to bring your loose change.  After school there will be a netball match with staff playing against the Friends in the playground which will cost 20p per person to watch. 

We are still selling poppies for Remembrance Day and will continue to do so until Friday this week. 

We are currently working on the Healthy Schools initiative, although we have been notified that this is coming to an end at Christmas.  However, there is still some funding available to the school if we can demonstrate that we are meeting certain requirements and I would appreciate parents’ help with this.  We need as many of you as possible to be aware of the ‘Change4Life’ initiative and more information on this can be found on www.nhs.co.uk/change4life.   In school we are focusing on children eating a healthy breakfast each day, having 2 portions of fruit and vegetables at lunchtime, choosing healthy options for snacks and taking at least half an hour’s exercise a day.  This is a good opportunity to remind you what the school’s rules about lunchboxes are.  Children should not be bringing chocolate, sweets or fizzy drinks to school at any time, however a small chocolate biscuit, e.g. a 2-finger Kit Kat, Club etc. is acceptable in their lunchbox. 
On the subject of lunches, I need to let you know that there is a small change to the current school lunch menu.  Due to health and safety concerns, on Wednesdays of Week 2, beginning tomorrow, the chicken drumsticks will be replaced with home-made chicken pie.  In our experience, the children prefer this anyway.

I am disappointed that we no longer have many regular savers using our Money Munchers scheme.  Unless more children join the scheme and more parents volunteer to help run it, it will have to close at the end of this term.  If you would like more information about this, please contact the office.

With the weather becoming colder and wetter, please can you ensure that your child wears a coat and sensible shoes to school.  In line with our school uniform policy, children must wear low-heeled, closed-in shoes and please can you make sure they have plenty of grip on the soles as the ground can be slippery when it is wet or icy.
With this letter I am sending out bags, as the Friends are hoping to raise funds for the school using the Bag2School initiative.  This is a scheme where they collect old clothes, curtains, shoes, bedding etc. in bags and they will receive 50p per kilo, so a full bag will probably earn about £5.  Please can we have the full bags (and any unused ones) returned to school by Monday 21st November at the latest.

Mrs West has asked if there are any more Key Stage Two pupils who would like to join her ‘Sing-Up’ club on Mondays after school.  She currently only has 4 children who attend regularly and if there are no more interested, the club will have to close until later in the academic year.

Following my last newsletter, I have not heard from anyone who is interested in either taking part in First Aid training or running a course.  If there is anyone out there who is interested, please let me know as soon as possible.

If your child has a medical appointment which will need to take place during the school day, i.e. doctor, dentist, hospital etc. please can you bring in the appointment card beforehand to show us.

If you have any Morrison’s Let’s Grow vouchers, please can you send them in as soon as possible as they have to sent off next Monday.
